It’s interesting to see how they have the same concerns for 
their teen as did their parents. 
  Parenting teens is a transition that seems to come upon one overnight.           
Responses from the preteen change.  Their peers grow in influence.  Parents 
(especially with their firstborn) may wonder what happened.  What happened was 
life.  As Solomon observed, “A generation goes and a generation comes… the 
sun rises and the sun sets” (Eccl. 1:4,5).  Kids become teens.  Teens eventually 
become adults. 
 Today’s message is a word of encouragement concerning transitional parenting.  
Our God-given responsibility to teach is still present, but the setting has changed.  
Biblical guidance, in contrast to society’s norms, is greatly needed in order to
