One day my friend Connie confided, ñI discovered Iôve been driven by 

fear lately, so Iôve decided to fast.  Iôm not going to give up food, Iôm 

going to give up fear.ò  Iôd never thought of fasting from anything but 

food.  In Isaiah:58, I found that God did not want His people only to    

abstain from food, but to change their behavior.  I decided to try Connieôs 

fast. 

 

I couldnôt recognize all my anxieties, so I chose three I knew well.  Then I 

wrote a pledge:  ñHeavenly Father, today I will not worry about my     

husbandôs health, or our retirement home, or whether Iôll grow helpless in 

my old age as my mother did.ò 

 

Funny thing about that pledgeðafter reading it daily for a while, mentally 

giving those fears to God, I noticed I could abstain from little fears as 

well.  Also,     trusting instead of worrying seemed to give me more     

energy: I planned better meals for my husband; I attended a ten-hour 

seminar on planning for a successful retirement; I walked daily instead of 

only when I had time. 

 

Connieôs idea for fasting helps me to remember that no matter how omi-

nous things may appear, God is prepared.  He is already in my future 

waiting to bless me.
