Report on the Work in Cuba 

The hurricanes of last fall have      

hampered the work of the Church in 

numerous ways indirectly by impeding 

travel into the most devastated areas, 

and by limiting US churches visits  

until some of the supporting govern-

mental infrastructure has been         

rebuilt.  The work of the growing 

Churches in the Camaguey Province in 

central Cuba continues to be exciting 

to watch and to hear about.  Brother Santiago de Posada has sent us a few 

pictures taken with his cell phone which demonstrate the baptisms that he 

is reporting. The other significant event that should be mentioned is the 

death of Brother Demetrio Mustelier, a long - time preacher of the Gospel 

in Santiago de Cuba, who died March 7, 2009 at the age of 86 years. His 

son, Enoc Mustelier, preaches from the same pulpit brother Demetrio 

served the Lord so faithfully from for many years. Bible literature is being 

printed at a couple of printing companies in Bayamo after government 

approval was obtained, and the Preacher Training School in Havana    

continues to prepare brothers to capably 

preach the message of Christ. Represen-

tatives from Sylvan Hills are hoping to 

make a visit next month to celebrate 

with the Cuban brethren the 10 year 

anniversary of our working together for 

the cause of Christ.
