News from Tanzania Christian Clinic 

This month for the first time, we were allowed to use our medical trailer that so many of 

you worked to outfit.  A community an hour away was chose for the site. Until now, we 

could only load our supplies in our vehicles and work out of local church buildings.  For 

months, we have been trying to get a license tag for the mobile medical trailer.  What 

takes minutes in the US has taken eight months here, and we nearly shouted with joy 

when Danny finally obtained the trailerôs license tag!  The generator powered lab in the 

trailer has already helped us more correctly diagnose and treat patients.  Word spreads 

quickly about the mobile clinic, many patients come, the church becomes better known 

for providing a service to the community, and Bible studies follow. 

Mission to China! 

 Drew Swayne will be moving to 

China in August to work for at least one 

year in a mission called ñChina Now!ò  It 

is a ministry that recruits teachers / mis-

sionaries to teach conversational English 

in a Chinese university.  The Chinese 

government provides a furnished apartment with paid utilities and a salary 

sufficient for daily living expenses.   

 Drew will have the opportunity to help the future leaders of China learn 

English, but at the same time he is allowed to answer any questions students 

or acquaintances might have about religion, God, the Bible, and Jesus.  In his 

classroom, he may discuss various topics which touch on religious themes.  

With the many personal connections developed with students and colleagues, 

he can plant the seed, water, and pray for the promised increase and harvest.   

Also, he will be encouraging our      Chinese brethren to grow spiritually.   

 Drew graduated from the University of Arkansas this past December and 

is excited about this once in a lifetime opportunity.  In order to    secure inter-

national health insurance, an emergency travel fund, and other miscellaneous 

expenses he needs to raise $3500.  If you would like to participate please give 

your check to one of the elders or Greg.
