This has been another beautiful day here in Rio Bravo, Mexico. There is no way to list 
all of the ways that I have seen the Lord working today but let me just say that He 
continues to amaze us. When I arrived at our medical clinic this morning at 8:30 there 
were 150 people waiting in line. Throughout the day there were 350 people who regis-
tered. The evangelism team reports that 134 Bible Studies were conducted today re-
sulting in 13 baptisms and 36 people have asked for follow up studies. The pharmacy 
gave out 319 prescriptions. We gave away 300 lbs of beans along with 314 bags of 
toiletries including toothbrushes, toothpaste and hand soap. There is absolutely no 
way to count the hundreds of children at the main clinic who came for the VBS and 
were having a blast jumping in the huge inflatable, bouncy Moon Walk that we 
brought down with us. The lunch ladies lovingly made 360 sandwiches that were put 
in the sack lunches that were delivered with care to the various teams working in dif-
ferent parts of Rio Bravo. The ceiling of the Ranch Church has now been insulated 
and ceiling board was nailed up. A huge hole was dug for the septic tank and three 
250 gallon tanks were put in. The restrooms have been constructed and should be 
plumbed tomorrow. We are putting up a fence around the property of the church 
grounds. This consists of digging 140 postholes for the concrete fence posts and then 
three wires will go around each post. Please continue to keep us in your prayers!
